Whenever doing maintenance or cleaning on machine. Please use the lock-out/tag-out procedure according to OSHA’s standards. Please make sure machine can’t be started and that all moving parts have stopped.

DAILY:


-Check with finger if oil deposit is on track chains underneath tabletop.

-Check to see if oilier is dropping in sight gauge and on chain underneath tabletop.

-Check to see if hold down rollers on head assembly is free from wood slivers, which wedge rollers tight. (9 rollers)


-At the end of shift clean out sawpit and all around rip saw.

-Check anti-kickback fingers that they swing freely, that tips are sharp, not bent and conform to board surface. 

-Using compressed air to blow out wood dust and debris on top strand of rip saw chains. Paying close attention to cleaning dust/oil accumulation in and around feed chain connecting pin areas.

-Also use compressed air to clean hold down roller head assembly.

-Always be aware of unusual noises or malfunctions of ripsaw. Please consult

Your supervisor and/or schedule time to get rip saw checked by qualified Maintenance technician.

WEEKLY:

-Check oilier tank’s oil level and add if necessary. (Use SAE 30 wt. Non-detergent oil)


-Check if saw is cutting a proper glue edge.

-Grease or oil raising and lower mechanism on blade and head adjustment.


(4 places)

MONTHLY:


-Blow out oilier lines and clean off end of oilier lines down at chain.

QUARTERLY:


-Check saw blade run out. (Shouldn’t exceed .002 run out)


-Check oil in gearbox that it is at right level. (Use SAE 90 wt. Gear lube)

SEMI-ANNUAL:


-Check Babbitt or fiber track inserts for excessive wear.

ANNUAL:


-Change oil in gearbox. (Use SAE 90 wt. Gear lube)

-Clean out track oilier reservoir and add new oil (Use SAE 30 wt. Non-detergent oil)


-Check variable speed belt for wear and replace if needed.
